3. Citizenship and Character Education
For May, the ‘Value of the Month’ is Love. Our focus is as follows:

4. Adjustment to Monday Dismissal Time for P3 to P6 Students

We will implement the following adjustments to school hours on Mondays from Semester 2

and will impact mainly the P3 to P6 students.

o To support our P6 students in managing their time and well-being as they prepare for their
PSLE, lhey will stand down from their CCA commitments from August. Tcachers will make
use of the available time to conduct additional Math lessons, supporting students in
strengthening their understanding of key concepts. Attendance for these classes is
necessary.

o Ondays when CCAs cannot take place due to various reasons, students will be dismissed
at 1.30pm. Students taking the school bus will be able to continue with the arrangement
made with the service provider.

5. Post— Modular Test/ Review Matters — Tues, 6 May 2025 to Fri, 16 May 2025

We stress the need for your child to attend school regularly following the Modular
Assessments. This period is crucial for them to review their test papers, reflect on their errors,
and reinforce their understanding of key concepts taught. As learning will continue until the
official school holidays, we strongly encourage families to refrain from making travel plans
before that. This is to allow your child to fully benefit from this valuable learning opportunity.

6. Tinkerlution Challenge — Wed, 28 May 2025

Students will engage in diverse STEM-related activities that spark curiosity and chaltenge
them to apply innovative thinking and adaptability. These activities also serve as a platform
for developing collaborative skills, as students learn to work supportively and respectfully with
others whilst cultivating strategies for conflict resolution. Our PSG representatives will be
reaching out to you soon, to ask for parent volunteers to help with this signature school
programme.
